Court decisions pertaining 
to Barrow’s IRS civil and criminal cases reveal who Barrow really is. In addition to lying and engaging 
in financial mismanagement, Barrow forged the types of  back door financial deals Detroiters have come 
to loathe. Weeks preceding the August Primary, local Talk Show Host Mildred Gaddis disclosed, on air, 
the Bing camp’s plan to pump money into Barrow’s campaign with the hope Barrow could defeat 
Sanders. The same people who made sure Bing received 70 percent of the vote in the August Primary 
also made sure Barrow received 1000 votes more than Sanders, so Barrow, not Sanders, would proceed 
to the November General Election. The same people now want you to believe you only have two 
choices—Dave Bing, who cares nothing about the people of Detroit and will sell every asset Detroit 
owns before having office, and Tom Barrow—a habitual liar and deceiver who will do, for the right 
price, everything Dave Bing will do. Do you wonder why Bing is cutting bus service, selling assets, and 
busting unions right before the election?
